C. Read this passage about the British environment and pollution. Then change each word in CAPITALS so that its form is correct. The first one is given as an example.

	It was in Britain that the word ‘smog’ (a MIX of smoke and fog) was first used.  As the world’s first INDUSTRY

country, its cities were the first to suffer this atmospheric  condition.  In the nineteenth century, London’s ‘pea -soupers’ (thick fogs) became FAME

through DESCRIBE of them in the works of Charles Dickens and in the Sherlock Holmes stories.  The situation in London reached its BAD point in 1952.  At the end of that year a PARTICULAR bad smog, which lasted for several days, was estimated to have caused between 4,000 and 8,000 DIE.

Water POLLUTE was also a problem.  It was once SUGGEST that the Houses of Parliament should be wrapped in enormous wet sheets to PROTECTION those inside from the awful smell of the River Thames.  Until the 1960s, the first thing that happened to people who fell into the Thames in London was that they were TAKE to hospital to have their stomachs pumped!

Then, during the 1960s and 1970s, laws were passed which forbade the HEAT of homes with open coal fires and which stopped much of the smoke from factories.  At one time, a scene of fog in a Hollywood film was all that was necessary to SYMBOL London.  This image is now out of date, and by the end of the 1970s it was SAY to be possible to catch fish in the Thames outside Parliament.

In the past, the air in Britain’s towns and cities used to be very POLLUTE.  And the prevailing winds throughout Britain are from the west.  For these

two reasons, the more DESIRE areas of the average BRITAIN town or city were to the west of its centre.  This PROBABLE  explains why, even now, it is the  

western suburbs of most towns and cities in Britain which are the RICH.

The climate in Britain is very CHANGE.  The lack of extremes in the climate is the reason why, on the few occasions when it gets genuinely hot or FREEZE cold, the country seems to be totally PREPARE for it.  A bit of snow or a few days of frost and the trains stop WORK and the roads are blocked.  These things happen so RARE that it is not worth ORGANISE life to be ready for them.

Now that the REDUCE of greenhouse gases has become a pressing global NECESSARY, how to provide for Britain’s needs and/or reduce its energy CONSUME 

has become a NATION issue, especially as the country’s oil reserves in the North Sea will not last much LONG.  There is a POSSIBLE that new nuclear power stations will be BUILD because they do not emit greenhouse gases.  But they are politically POPULAR and there is doubt about their environmental FRIEND (they do cause some greenhouse gases to be emitted, both in their construction and in the disposal of the waste they create).  Various attempts at using ‘green’ energy sources are being made.  One of these is SUN power, but for obvious reasons there is a limit as to its POSSIBLE in Britain.  Others are tidal power and even wave power.  The one which has really developed is wind power.  Wind farms are now quite a common feature of the British landscape.  But they are not UNIVERSE popular either.  Some local people and nature LOVE feel strongly that they ruin the countryside – and so local TOUR boards are often opposed to them too.  One way around this problem is to construct them SHORE in the sea, and this too has been DO.
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
